25th Field Artillery Regiment; Sap-
pers from the 4th Brigade Special 
Troops Battalion; and Soldiers from 
the 94th Brigade Support Battalion 
joined the 2-30 for their off-post 
training.  
      
     In all, more than 800 4th Bri-
gade Combat Team, 10th Mountain 
Division “Patriot Brigade” troops 
traveled to Guernsey and the Na-
tional Guard post there, nearly dou-
bling the local populace of about 
1,100 residents. 
      
     1LT David DeKerlegand, Wild 
Boar Battalion Logistics Officer, 
was a key planner in coordinating 
the movement to Wyoming. He sur-
veyed the sight two months before 
the deployment, arranged the ship-
ment of each company‟s equipment 
and acquired all supplies necessary 
to sustain a battalion-sized element 
for an entire month. He also organ-
ized the passenger jets it took to 
move the battalion and its support-
ing elements halfway across the 
country.  
Headquarters and Headquarters 
Company, 2-30 IN Regiment, 
helped DeKerlegand with personnel 
issues and Soldier readiness proc-
essing, ensuring each deploying 
Soldier was fit to make the journey.  
      
     However, 2-30 IN Regiment 
needed outside assistance to move 
its assets to Camp Guernsey, and 
their home installation was more 

than willing to help. The Fort Polk trans-
portation office helped charter buses to 
and from airports and assisted in arrang-
ing flights. 
      
     “It takes the entire installation to get us 
out here,” said Maddi, who also praised 
the hospitality of Camp Guernsey person-
nel. “The people here have been ex-
tremely friendly and welcoming to us.” 
      
     DeKerlegand echoed Maddi‟s senti-
ments. “This has been the most user-
friendly off-post training site I‟ve ever 
dealt with. Every time I‟ve come to them 
with an outrageous request, they‟ve told 
me, „we‟ll make it work,‟” said DeKerle-
gand. 
      
     The process of transporting such a 
complete fighting force from one place to 
another is of considerable training value 
in itself. The movement to Wyoming was 
similar to the unit‟s eventual deployment 
to Afghanistan later this year. The effi-
ciency of the move was even commented 
on by some of the Soldiers.  One said the 
movement to Wyoming was extremely 
efficient, even more so than when the 
Wild Boars deployed to Iraq in 2007. 
      
     “When we went to Iraq … we took eve-
rything,” said SPC Scott Denommee, Co 
A. “Now we have a much better under-
standing of the things we need and don‟t 
need, and we‟re working better because 
of it. By the time we go to Afghanistan, 
we‟ll have an even better understanding.

“Footsie” Britt Award to General 
Barry R. McCaffrey, USA, (Ret.)  
Major Kevin Toner of the Depart-
ment of Social Sciences at West 
Point, graciously agreed to pre-
sent the Award in behalf of the So-
ciety to the General on March 11, 
2010 during one of his visits to the 
Academy. 

We feel that the General fulfils 
the criteria (an individual who has 
served in the 30th Infantry Regi-
ment and excelled while on active 
duty, and, honorably discharged 
members of the 30th Infantry 
Regiment who, through their ef-
forts, perpetuate the spirit and tra-
ditions of the 30th Infantry Regi-

ment) to merit the Award. 
General McCaffrey spent four 

and one half years with the 2nd 
Battalion in Schweinfurt, Germany 
as the executive officer and bat-
talion commander. Since becom-
ing a life member of the Society in 
1999 he has made numerous trips 
to the 1st and 2nd Battalions in 
the States and in Afghanistan and 
Iraq. Through his generous contri-
butions he has kept the Society 
afloat for several years. 

The General served 32 years 
in the military. He was awarded 
the Distinguished Service Cross 
twice for extraordinary heroism in 
Vietnam combat action. He was 
awarded the Purple Heart three 
times for wounds received in ac-

tion. He was twice awarded the 
Silver Star for exceptional valor in 
Vietnam combat action as a rifle 
company commander in the 1st 
Cavalry Division. He was 
awarded the Combat Infantryman 
Badge and Bronze Star as an 
82nd Airborne Division parachute 
infantry platoon leader during the 
Dominican Republic OAS inter-
vention. He commanded 26,000 
soldiers of the U. S. Army 24th 
Infantry Division Combat Team 
during Desert Storm.  He was 
awarded the Distinguished Ser-
vice Medal for leading the 370-
kilometer left-hook attack into 
Iraq. He was the most highly 
decorated and youngest Army 
four-star General at retirement. 

At present the General is an 
Adjunct Professor of International 
Affairs at the United States Mili-
tary Academy.
